Introduce New Laws to Deal with Prostitution?
In 1 9-0 landmark (precedent setting) judgment, the Supreme Court of Canada struck down the Criminal Code prohibitions against keeping a common bawdy-house, living off the avails of prostitution and communicating for the purposes of prostitution, saying that they violated s. 7 of the Charter of Rights and Freedoms and could not be saved under sec. 1 (reasonable limits). What should be the government’s next move? 
Task:

1. Students will determine a position for the above topic. You must choose to legalize, decriminalize or continue to prohibit prostitution. This step may already be finished if you have completed the “Prostitution Laws around the Globe” chart activity. 
2. Students will write a properly prepared essay using only the research provided to them on the website* (this also includes any information discussed in class). www.msldfreedman.weebly.com Use the CLU3M link and access the Prostitution Law Sources dropdown link. 
3. The paper must be typed, and follow Freedman’s Rules on essays…which are as follows:

a. Your paper must have a decisive thesis. 

b. Your paper must have 6 paragraphs (see attached template)
c. Your second paragraph must provide information on the alternative views to your position you will try to prove.

d. Your paper must have a title page in the appropriate style- see example on website. 
e. *You must use a minimum of 4 sources from the ones provided. You are allowed a maximum of 2 sources of your own if you show them to Ms. Freedman first. 
f. Your paper must have a bibliography listing the research provided to you in alphabetical order in proper style- see example on website. Unlike the Change with the Times assignment your bibliographical sourcing will be assessed for marks. 
g. Each body paragraph must have a minimum of 2 supporting facts, quotes, or information form the research provided. 

If we all follow the rules we will all do well on this assignment. Now for the sake of this paper, your purpose is to convince the reader of your opinion…I am the reader and I want to be persuaded to believe what you do. Pick your supportive information carefully and look for the most appealing and convincing reasons. Think of this as a formative style essay. I am trying to show you the steps and the process of writing an essay. You will be required to write you own with your own research by the end of the semester.
